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NOTE: In all lessons, page 1 is the theme picture, page 2 is a picture dictionary of key vocabulary
words, and page 3 is usually where to find pronunciation and clap-the-stress sections. All lessons
also have some conversations, but their positions will shift, according to the subject. The subheads
included below will give you an idea of main topics of reading and writing activity sections.

ALSO NOTE THAT each unit has its own page numbers. This is because some groups will want to
print units as individual pieces.
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
